PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Legacy Open Space initiative identifies open space lands that should be acquired and interpreted because of exceptiond natura or
cultura vaue to current and future generations of Montgomery County residents. The project funds acquisition (in-fee and easament)
of open-gpace lands of countywide sgnificance. Priorities are updated during each CIP cycde but remain flexibleto dlow the
Montgomery County Planning Board to address development threats, opportunity acquisitions, and joint funding opportunities. The
County Council encourages the Commission to seek supplemental appropriationsif gpproved CIP funding isinsufficient.
Non-County funding sources are expected to contribute significantly to the Legacy Open Space program. Contributions will appear in
the PDF Expenditure and Funding Schedules only if the contribution is spent by the County or M-NCPPC. Donations of land or
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non-County funded payments that go directly to property owners are not included. The combination of these non-County and
County funds have resulted in the successful protection of over 5,400 acres of open space in the County, induding over 3,850 acres of
new parkland.

COST CHANGE

Addition of FY'31-32, and Beyond Six Y ear costs adjusted to maintain the historica project balance of $100 miillion.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

TheVision 2030 Strategic Plan for Parks and Recreetion in Montgomery County (2010) and the 2017 Park, Recreation and Open
Space (PROS) Plan recommend placing priority on conservation of natural open spaces, protection of heritage resources, providing
critical urban open spaces, and expanded interpretive activitiesin parks. Legacy Open Space: Open Space Conservation in the 21st
Century, approved by the Montgomery County Planning Board in October 1999. Legacy Open Space Functiona Master Plan
adopted by the County Council in July 2001.

FISCAL NOTE

Reductionin FY 22 Current Revenue: Generd from non-recommended reductions, and G.O. Bonds were reduced in FY 23-25 and
dipped to FY 26 for fisca capacity. FY 18 reduction of $100k in Current Revenueto reflect the FY 18 Savings Plan. Modifications
reflect Resolution 19-322 that was approved December 10, 2019, &fter the Department's CIP submission in November 2019. The
resolution provided atransfer of fundsto the Acquisition: Non-Loca Parks CIP project related to the acquisition of park land in
Wheaton. $695K of M-NCPPC Bondsin FY 25 to FY 24 shifted to Legacy Urban Space.
